Grading Policy
Grades will be determined using a weighted average system.  Each part of your grade will be given a point value and at any time during the semester, you can divide your points by the total number of available points to see your grade.  Approximate grade points are as follows: Tests, 50pts; Quizzes, 30pts; Homework/classwork, 3pts; Employability and Notes, graded on a need to grade basis, 3pts.

Absences
If you are absent for any reason, it is your responsibility to get the assigned work and or notes from a fellow student.  If you are absent on the day of a quiz or test, see me before or after class to discuss when you will make up your missing work.  Please remember that it is your responsibility to do this.  I will not chase you down to turn in homework or take a test or quiz. Also, if you miss a graded assignment, know that it will put in the gradebook as a zero.  I do this to make sure that you do not forget to make the grade up.  Once you make up the assignment, the zero will be removed and replaced with your grade.  You have the amount of days that you missed plus one to turn in any assignments or take any quizzes/tests.  For example, if you missed Thursday and Friday one week, then you have until Wednesday the following week to turn in your missed work.

Retake Policy
If you receive less than a 60% on a quiz or test, then you are able to retake that quiz or test.  In order to retake a quiz or test, you need to meet three criteria.  First, you must be in good standing in the class in regards to your behavior.  Second, you need to come to me for your assignment.  And finally, you must come see me for a tutoring session.  You must do this in no more than seven days after receiving the grade for the test or quiz.  For example, if you receive your grade on a Tuesday, then you need to complete the assignment I give you, come to tutoring and take the retake by the following Tuesday.  Retake grades will be averaged with the original grade.


Miscellaneous
This is a math class; there will be times that you make mistakes.  And when this happens, you need to be able to correct said mistakes.  That being said, you will need to use a pencil and eraser.  I will not accept any work in pen.






The following areas make up your grade.  The categories below give examples of what is expected of the student, but are just a guile-line.  

Classroom participation
This includes having the proper materials for class each day, turning in any assigned homework, and offering thoughtful relevant discussion to the lesson.

Quizzes
Quizzes will be given throughout the year; usually at the end of each section.  Most quizzes will be announced prior to the class period of the quiz, however, there may also be pop quizzes if deemed necessary.

Tests
Tests will resemble the work done in class as well as what was done for homework.  Tests will be announced with a tentative date and all attempts will be made to give the test at the stated date.  Grading policies and point values for the tests will be discussed in class prior to taking any tests.

Classwork/Homework
Classwork and homework will be provided as needed to ensure that all students are grasping the material.  In the event of homework being assigned, we will go over it at the beginning of the next class period and it will then be checked or collected for a grade.  If you do not have your homework, you will receive a zero, however, if you turn it in late, you will receive partial credit.  So make sure you always turn it in, no matter how late it is!!!

Employability Points
Employability points include, but are not limited to, showing up on time, being dressed appropriately, contributing to the class discussion, staying focused in class, and keeping your head off of your desk.  By conducting yourself in accordance with an employee at a job, you will earn all of these points.

Notes
You are responsible for taking notes during class.  Besides the fact that they come in quite handy while you study, taking notes is a great way to originally learn the material and to stay focused in class.
